•	 Resolve all holds prior to advanced registration

•	 Welcome students with a positive and genuine attitude
•	 Actively listen to a students’ needs, concerns, and ideas
•	 Provide proactive, holistic advising to ensure students’ progression toward graduation and career goals
•	 Maintain FERPA/ privacy standards at all times
•	 Be a source of knowledge to all IA students
•	 Be knowledgeable of UF policies, procedures, and resources
•	 Make students aware of the importance of higher education
